PRICE SHEET INSTRUCTIONS
1. General Instructions

These instructions are provided in order to assist Bidders in the preparation of their Price Sheet.  Do not alter the Price Sheet or the Bid shall be rejected.  The Price Sheet is to be signed and dated by the individual authorized to bind the Bidder to all proposed services and prices.  
a. All prices proposed must be in whole dollars.
b. All Fixed Unit Prices must be the actual unit price the State shall pay for the proposed item per this IFB and shall not be contingent on any other factor or condition in any manner.  
c. Every blank in the Price Sheet shall be filled appropriately.  All goods or services proposed by the Bidder to be at “No Cost” to the State must be clearly indicated with $0.00.

2. Special Instructions

Tables I and II, Column A, Rows 1-5 - denotes the Contract Period.  
Tables I and II, Column B, Rows 1-5 - denotes the State’s estimated number of Genetic Tests/ Expert Witness to be performed annually.  These numbers should in no way be construed as a guaranteed number of tests/appearances to be performed.  The actual numbers may be either higher or lower.  

Tables I and II, Column C, Rows 1-5 - all Bidders are to insert its proposed all inclusive Fixed Unit Price per Genetic Test/ Expert Witness.
Genetic Testing
The all inclusive Fixed-Unit Price for genetic testing shall take into consideration all prices associated with specimen collection; identification of customers; tamper proof chain of custody; preparation, preservation and delivery of specimens; genetic testing, report of findings, preparation and submission of deliverables, and transition out services.  



Expert Witness
The all inclusive Fixed Unit Price for expert witnesses shall take into consideration all prices associated with a deposition or testimony by telephone, video conferencing or sworn affidavit; and/or submission of any required documentation in support of any administrative and/or court actions for both interstate and intrastate cases.  In the event that expert witness appearance is required for out-of-state cases the Contractor shall be responsible for any additional cost associated with out-of-State travel.
Tables I and II, Column D, Rows 1 – 5 - all Bidders are to calculate and insert the Annual Price by multiplying Column B by Column C for each contract year. 
Tables I and II, Column D, Row 6 – all Bidders are to calculate and insert the Total Price for the entire period of performance (all 5- years) by adding together the Annual Price (Column D, Rows 1 through 5) for each year.

Grand Total Price – all Bidders are to calculate and insert the Grand Total Price by adding together the Total Annual Price (Column D, Row 6) for Table I and Table II.  The Grand Total Price will be used as the basis for award.
